With 32.1 million arrivals and 66.2 million room nights in 2008, Paris Ile-de-France is one of the world’s most visited tourist 

destinations. 

Profile and behaviour of the French and European clientele: a marked interest in cultural visits. 

The initial results from the permanent surveys that have been put in place on trains since July 2008 by the CRT, in partnership 

with the SNCF, Eurostar, Thalys, Lyria and Alleo, show that above all Paris Ile-de-France is a destination that is favoured by the 

urban short break market, and that visitors from the proximity markets are interested in cultural visits. 

53% of French, 90% of UK visitors, 85% of Swiss and 81% of Belgians stated that they had visited a monument or museum 

during their stay.  In addition, events (cultural, sporting, etc.) are becoming more and more a key part of the visitor’s itinerary. 

41% of French, 23% of UK visitors, 53% of Swiss and 40% of Belgians also visited a temporary exhibition or attended a sporting 

event, a show, a concert or a cultural event.
